I. Policy:
To establish a policy for the development and promulgation of written directives, policies, procedures, rules and regulations.  

II. Procedure: 

A. All written directives will be issued by the Sheriff / Police Chief and must have approval of that office before being issued.

B. Any modification to written directives must be approved by the Sheriff / Police Chief prior to any change.

C. Written directives will be reviewed by staff personnel prior to implementation.

D. Written directives will be reviewed annually to see if modification, update or change is needed.
E. Written directives may be written by:

a. Sheriff / Police Chief or designee
b. INSERT RANK
c. Must have final approval by the Sheriff/ Police Chief

F. Approved Directives
a. Administrative Section responsibility.

· Updated policy and procedures manuals will be kept in binder/electronic form and stored in a readily accessible place for viewing and review.

d) Dissemination

· Administrative Section will disseminate new and updated directives to department personnel.

G. Personnel Responsibility
